Dr. Gilger received his DVM from Ohio State University. After an internship at the Animal Medical Center in NYC and an ophthalmology residency at Auburn University, Dr. Gilger returned to Ohio State University as an Assistant Professor of Ophthalmology. In 1995, he joined the faculty at North Carolina State University where he currently serves as a Professor of Ophthalmology and head of clinical ophthalmology. Dr. Gilger is President-Elect of the ACVO. His clinical interests include intraocular surgery such as cataract surgery, dry eye treatment, and equine ocular disorders. His main research interest is ocular immunology.
In this lab, participants will learn the routine ophthalmic examinations, technique and location of ophthalmic nerve blocks, and placement and use of the subpalpebral lavage catheters.  Examination techniques of the eye will be reviewed, including use of ophthalmic transilluminators and ophthalmoscopes.
