Bone Damage and Bone Healing in the Treatment of the Athletic Horse (sponsored by Mid-Atlantic Equine Medical Center)

Janik Gasiorowski, VMD, DACVS 

Dr. Gasiorowski received his VMD from the University of Pennsylvania in 2007.  He completed an internship at Rood & Riddle Equine Hospital, followed by a surgical residency at UPenn’s New Bolton Center, where he was hired into the surgery section in 2011. Dr. Gasiorowski's clinical interests include orthopedic and minimally invasive surgery, lameness diagnosis and nuclear scintigraphy. Recently, he has focused on the development of surgical techniques in the standing horse. He has presented locally and abroad and is published in veterinary surgical peer-reviewed literature. He joined Mid-Atlantic Equine Medical Center in 2013 and is an active AOVET faculty member. 
 
What is happening to bone during training? How about during healing? Can we show/jump/race this horse? Does this fracture need a screw? Is the horse done? We will review the physiology of bone metabolism and bone healing using orthopedic diseases and fractures commonly seen in athletic horses as the framework for discussion. By the end, the attendee should be able to guide decision making with the trainer and client, plan or discuss treatment and determine the prognosis of different types of bone damage.

Update: Research Studies of Clinical Interest You May Have Missed (sponsored by Zoetis)

Mark Crisman, DVM, MS, DACVIM
Dr. Crisman received his DVM from the University of Warsaw, Poland in 1984. He earned an MS in Veterinary Medicine in 1987 from Washington State Univ. From 1987 –2010 Dr. Crisman served on the faculty of the VA-MD RCVM where he was a Professor in the Department of Large Animal Clinical Sciences, Section Chief of Equine Medicine and Surgery, and Director of the Molecular Diagnostics lab. Dr. Crisman is widely published with his primary research interests including immunology and pharmacology. In 2010, Dr. Crisman joined Veterinary Operations with Zoetis where he currently serves as Senior Veterinarian, Equine Technical Services and supports the Northeast region.

This discussion will focus on recent publications that may have clinical application including: Streptococcus equi, Lyme disease and antibiotics.  He will also discuss legal ramifications of rabies vaccination.

Equine Endocrine Disease: PPID and EMS Updates (sponsored by Boehringer Ingelheim)

Steven T. Grubbs, DVM, PhD, DACVIM (LAIM)

Dr. Grubbs received his DVM in 1985 from Ross University School of Veterinary Medicine, St. Kitts, W.I. He completed his Large Animal Internal Medicine Residency at the University of Tennessee. After several years of private and referral practice, he returned to the University of Tennessee where he earned a PhD in Comparative and Experimental Medicine with an emphasis in Virology and Immunology. After working at Fort Dodge Animal Health for 3 years, Dr. Grubbs joined Boehringer-Ingelheim Vetmedica as a Senior Scientist in 2003, and currently serves at BI as Equine Technical Manager.

The presentation includes current information on the evaluation and diagnosis of horses with endocrine disease, particularly focusing on differentiating horses with Equine Metabolic Syndrome (EMS) and Pituitary Pars Intermedia Dysfunction (PPID); lastly recognizing the horse that has both EMS and PPID. Specific time will be allotted for proper diagnostic evaluation of insulin and adrenocorticotropic hormone (ACTH) in horses including the clinical consequences of hyperinsulinemia along with converging endocrinopathies in horses.

Kevin May, DVM 

Dr. May received his DVM from Texas A&M in 1980. Since 1986, he has been a Partner in El Cajon Valley Veterinary Hospital, El Cajon, CA, an equine ambulatory practice with a special emphasis on sports medicine, acupuncture, chiropractic and dentistry. He was certified in Veterinary Acupuncture by IVAS in 1988 and has lectured extensively on Equine Acupuncture. Dr. May has also received advanced certification in Veterinary Chiropractic. He was the founding member and President of the American Association of Veterinary Acupuncture (AAVA) from 1992–2000 and served as President of IVAS from 2006–2008.

Dr. Sertich received her VMS from the University of Pennsylvania in 1983. She currently serves as an Associate Professor-Clinician Educator in Reproduction and Behavior at the Research Center for Animal Reproduction at New Bolton Center and evaluates large animals for breeding soundness and develops treatment plans to optimize their fertility. At New Bolton she provides consultation on reproductive issues and is a critical member of the High Risk Pregnancy Management Team at the Neonatal Intensive Care Unit.  Dr. Sertich also serves as the Chairman of the ACT Examination Committee determining board certification for veterinarians specializing in animal reproduction. She has mentored many ACT Diplomates and received numerous teaching awards.


Successful management of the problem mare requires a thorough examination of the genital tract, comprehensive diagnostic techniques and sample handling, appropriate therapy and excellent breeding management.  These steps will be reviewed with details to enhance your ability to manage these difficult cases.

What Are We Learning from Influenza Outbreaks in the US and Europe? (sponsored by Merck Animal Health)

Wendy Vaala, VMD, DACVIM


Dr. Vaala received her VMD from UPenn. She then served as Assistant Professor of Medicine at New Bolton Center, where she organized the development of a neonatal intensive care program, a high-risk pregnancy program for mares, and supervised the neonatology teaching program. She worked at two large private practices in NJ, where she established NICU’s, equine medical referral services, and foaling programs for mares with high-risk pregnancies. Dr. Vaala joined Intervet, now Merck Animal Health, in 2004, and currently serves as Director of LifeCycle Management – Companion Animal and Equine.  Her responsibilities include participation in research and development of new equine and companion animal biologics and pharmaceuticals and CE for veterinarians and owners. 
EIV remains an ever-present threat to horse populations around the world due to its constantly changing surface glycoproteins and short incubation period.  Recent outbreaks have affected horses in a variety of careers from racing to pleasure to sport horse performance. Diligent surveillance programs and analysis of EIV outbreaks provide contemporary information about the virus and patient demographics.  This lecture will address commonly asked questions about influenza.  What is the value of sequencing relevant field isolates and how does this relate to the Clade classification and potential cross-protection provided by current vaccines?  Is there an ideal time to administer EIV biannual boosters to at-risk horses (e.g. is there an equine ‘flu season’)? What age groups are most susceptible to EIV?

Lameness and Nuclear Scintigraphy – Obtain Answers to Perplexing Questions Using a Most Cost-Effective Approach (sponsored by Wedgewood Pharmacy)

Michael W. Ross, DVM, DACVS

Dr. Ross received his DVM from Cornell University. He completed a surgical residency program at UPenn’s New Bolton Center, and was then appointed to the faculty. He served at New Bolton for 25 years. His clinical focus concentrated on equine lameness diagnosis and management, orthopedic surgery, and arthroscopic surgical techniques. Drs. Ross and Dyson’s comprehensive textbook, Diagnosis and Management of Lameness in the Horse, was recognized by the Assn. of American Publishers for outstanding achievement in Professional and Scholarly Publishing. Dr. Ross recently retired as Professor of Surgery and Director of the Nuclear Medicine Program at New Bolton Center, and currently serves there as a consultant. He is now the owner of Pine Bush Equine Services & Veterinary Hospital in Orange County, NY.

Scintigraphy remains relevant in this day-and-age of magnetic resonance imaging and standing computed tomography.  This advanced imaging modality combines the abilities to obtain functional information, differentiate bone from soft tissue injuries, examine the whole horse in comprehensive fashion, and is importantly, the most cost-effective approach to obtaining lameness answers.  Clinical cases, including video segments of gait deficits, in which answers cannot be obtained with other imaging modalities will be used to advance the benefits of scintigraphic examination, a time-honored imaging approach.

Ann Dwyer, DVM



Dr. Dwyer received her DVM from Cornell University in 1983.  She has been in general equine practice with the Genesee Valley Equine Clinic near Rochester, NY for over 35 years.  During her career she has published numerous papers and book chapters on eye disease and is a frequent speaker at national and international conferences.  Dr. Dwyer was granted honorary membership in the American College of Veterinary Ophthalmology in 2011.  She also has been very active in organized veterinary medicine, serving as president of the American Association of Equine Practitioners (AAEP) in 2013.

 
Eye issues are frequently discovered during pre-purchase exams, but it can be a challenge to tell the difference between true problems that mitigate value or performance potential, and findings that are simply variants of normal.  This presentation will review basics of a thorough eye exam and present several cases that illustrate common pre-purchase findings with guidelines for interpretation of significance.

Taking Back the Reins of Comprehensive Parasite Control (sponsored by Merck Animal Health)
Brian Herrin, DVM, PhD, DACVM (Parasitology)


Dr. Herrin completed both his DVM and PhD at Oklahoma State University. He currently serves as an assistant professor at the Kansas State University College of Veterinary Medicine. His primary research objectives are focused on the epidemiology and control of ticks and tick-borne diseases. Some of his recent interests are the epidemiology Lyme borreliosis in humans and dogs in North America, evaluation of diagnostic assays for tick-borne diseases, and surveillance of ticks and tick-borne diseases of horses. Although his research focus is on ticks, Dr. Herrin enjoys working with all parasites of veterinary importance through the diagnostic service and teaching/outreach opportunities.

Do Something! A Practical Approach to the Deep Digital Flexor Tenotomy (sponsored by Triple Crown Nutrition)

Robert Boswell, DVM


Dr. Boswell received his DVM from the University of Florida and has devoted his practice exclusively to equine medicine and surgery for 34 years. He has focused on sport horse medicine and surgery, lameness, advanced diagnostic imaging, and regenerative therapies, first as a partner for 23 years at Palm Beach Equine, and since 2009 in a private practice in Wellington, FL. He is the founder and first President of the Florida Association of Equine Practitioners and is a founding member of the International Conference on Laminitis and Diseases of the Foot. He is the 2008 recipient of the University of Florida College of Veterinary Medicine Alumni Achievement Award and a 2018 inductee to the International Equine Veterinarian Hall of Fame.

Far too often equine veterinarians are reluctant to perform a DDF Tenotomy when treating a severe laminitis case, and for many reasons, euthanasia is often the most likely and most reasonable option. However, we will never make significant progress treating horses with laminitis if they are all euthanized. A DDF Tenotomy and de-rotation of P3 will immediately improve the horse's level of comfort and hoof mass will dramatically increase. These horses have a reasonable chance to recover and have a good quality of life. This presentation will review case selection rational and show a simple, practical way to perform a DDF Tenotomy which doesn't require a farrier and expensive shoeing. With experience, management of the severe laminitis case will become much less intimidating and the need for euthanasia will become less likely.

Gut Check - Equine Microbiome Research Update, Recognizing and Addressing Leaky Gut Syndrome (sponsored by Platinum Performance)
Victoria Maxwell, DVM, MBA


A lifelong competitive horseman Dr. Torri Maxwell had a very successful career with ‘Hunter Hall of Fame’ member and 1968 Olympic equestrian Carol Hoffman Thompson for ten years before she embarked onto veterinary school. Dr. Maxwell graduated from Tuskegee University School of Veterinary Medicine in 1999.  She served her internship at Mid-Atlantic Equine Medical Center, followed by a private show horse practice in Bucks County, PA. Dr. Maxwell currently serves as part of the Platinum Performance Team with an interest in sharing the biological role of nutrition in addressing and optimizing equine health. 

The equine microbiome is elegantly simple yet complex at the same time. The human and equine gastrointestinal (GI) biomes are the combination of all the microbes that reside in one’s GI tract and is a balance of bacteria, fungi (yeast) protozoa, viruses and archaea. A balanced microbiome is essential for optimal health, however many external and internal factors negatively influence the microbiome leading to compromised immune function and a damaged GI barrier recognized as leaky gut syndrome. This talk will review the latest research and recognize symptoms and conditions related to a weakened microbiome and keys to addressing the condition
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
